I knOw yoU presents a snapshot of a
new generation of work currently being
made in Europe. It celebrates the present,
while anticipating the future of European
contemporary art. The exhibition examines,
amongst other things, the idea of cultural
capital; what it means to be European;
and ideas at the core of the financial heart
of Europe. It is a show about currencies,
which holds the iconic symbol of the
European Central Bank under construction
as its motif and represents the exciting
diversity of approach that is representative
of contemporary art practice today. The
exhibition seeks to examine concepts of
symbolic and cultural capital alongside the
role of art and creative innovation, and its
particular questions on the production of
meaning and value.
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No part of | knOw yoU, curated by artist Tobias Rehberger; Nikolaus Hirsch,
Director of Stadelschule and Rachael Thomas, Senior Curator and Head of
Exhibitions at IMMA, has been prescribed or proscribed; rather; it creates a
vibrating conversation and a discursive space.The open curatorial framework
allows the 27 invited artists to each nominate another practitioner, from any
discipline of their choosing whose work or practice they connect with, for
inclusion in the exhibition, either on a collaborative or stand-alone basis. This
process extends the connection point for the artists individual practice and
reflects an exchange and openness that exists between artists across Europe.
Hence the exhibition | knOw yoU aims at an alternative model of capital that
explores a new set of relations between knowing and owing.

Artist Tobias Rehberger has turned group and individual collaborations into

an art form. He sees the world as a living exhibition that has been temporarily
captured in a museum display, as reflected in his design of the visual identity

of this show.The core group of artists in | knOw yolU were selected from
graduates of the Stadelschule international academy in Frankfurt am Main.The
Stadelschule is one of the smallest yet best known art schools in Europe, and is
located in the same city as the European Central Bank.The exhibition reflects
the ambitious undertaking made by the school in its development as a leading
centre for experimental art practice.

black paint. Modellers and Turners are
terms associated with types of ceramic
artists who often remained anonymous.

Ei Arakawa was born in 1977 in Iwaki,
Fukushima, Japan, Arakaw. He studied

at the School of Visual Arts and Bard
College, New York, and he lives and
works in New York.

Schultz and Arakawa have collaborated
on a number of occassions. This work
documents Arakawa performing a
countdown from ten to zero, bending

a thin, flexible length of stainless steel
into the form of each successive number.
Because of the malleable nature of the
material, each new number carries traces
of the previous bended forms, and the
steel becomes increasingly warped.

dog Looty, in the Royal Collection Trust in London. -
In 1860, when British troops occupied Peking, five ’ -

beside their attendants, who had commited suicide
rather than be captured.Admiral Lord John Hay
and another naval officer each took two.The fifth
was taken by General Dunne, who later presented
her to Queen Victoria, who christened her ‘Looty’.

Tour de Cri (Tower
of crying) and Tour de Corp (Tower of the body)
are part of a larger series of tower-like structures
which function as supports, architectural models
and sculptures. They include photographs,
catalogue images, books and small sculptures
and pages of text collected and archived by the
artist. The various elements combine to create
a complex reference system of the artist’s
concerns. Tour de Corps includes text from a
number of publications by the feminist theorist
and psychoanalyst Luce Irigaray.

His work
is influenced by the ideas of Karl Marx and Walter Benjamin in particular. The title of
the work Zekher is a Hebrew word for the paradoxical notion of memory inherent in
Jewish culture.The subtitle of the work refers to the theory of commodity fetishism
from the first chapter of Marx’s Capital: Critique of Political Economy.

On it
went, upstairs and down, through walls and
fortresses, temples and banquet halls as it
possessed a sacred essence’.The imperial
line is a characteristic of traditional
Chinese gardens where the garden is
divided by an imaginary line through the
middle of the garden on a north-south axis
in contrast to classical European gardens
which employ geometric patterns.

Vonna-Michell performs narratives and constructs installations using photographs
and mementos, and antiquated technologies and slide projection. A Watermark:

Capitol Complex is a synchronised slide projection and sound work in four sections. It
follows the journey of the protagonist, Traveller, as he encounters Capitol Complex,

a city in Chandigarh, India. Conceived as a utopian place of spiritual reflection, by

the modernist architect Le Corbusier, the complex became separated from the rest
of the city and evolved into a prohibited zone. It is now the headquarters for the
Punjab and Haryana states. This work follows the journey of Traveller as he negotiates
Chandigarh with increasing anxiety, encountering architectural features, surveillance
and security. He finally gains access to Capitol Complex.
