The re-opening of the North Range, 
undertaken by the OPW, has breathed 
new life into IMMA’s campus. Their 
extraordinary restoration and 
conservation work more than just 
renewed this spectacular historic 
architecture; it was a revitalised 

connection to our history, offering even richer spaces for art, culture and 
heritage to breathe and intertwine, and for visitors to connect with this 
incredible site.  

The unveiling of the Matheson Creativity Hub, designed by Dutch 
architects Makkink & Bay, a space dedicated to the inspiring legacy of Tim 
Scanlon, and our reimagined foyer, represented our bold commitment to 
ignite creativity and through excellent architecture and design and extend the 
warmest possible welcome to everyone. Designed by Tara Fitzgerald Kennedy 
and Jo Anne Butler at Culturstruction, the foyer invites visitors to relax and 
immerse themselves in everything IMMA has to offer. 

But our ambition stretched far beyond bricks and mortar.  

2024 also saw us make strides in programming and engagement. Our 
PR reach soared by an incredible 28%, touching over 50 million people, a 
testament to the power of art to resonate with audiences across the world.  

The Hilary Heron project was not just a significant solo exhibition and 
publication. It focused on Heron's important contributions to Irish Modern 
sculpture, drawing together works unseen for many decades.

A Catalyst for Change 
 
In a world in constant flux, art stands as both a mirror reflecting society's 
contours and a potent force actively shaping its trajectory. 
Throughout 2024 IMMA was a vibrant hub for this dynamic interplay. 
Recognising the urgent currents of our time, we positioned ourselves as a 
vital space for discussion, dialogue and understanding. 

More than a passive observer, IMMA actively ignited conversations to 
prompt social progress and spur innovation in response to the pressing 
challenges of our time. 

We continued to challenge mainstream narratives, creating space for critical 
reflection and illuminating vital issues such as the climate crisis, the urgent 
pursuit of social justice, and the need for equitable representation.

Throughout 2024 and extending into 2025, IMMA proudly presented Hamad 
Butt: Apprehensions, the first retrospective of ground-breaking artist Hamad 
Butt (1962-1994).  
 
This significant exhibition aimed to correct the historical underrepresentation 
of Butt’s vital contributions to contemporary art. Butt, born in Lahore and 
raised in London, was a British South Asian, Muslim, and queer artist. His 
poignant and severe work forged new connections between art and science 
during the AIDS crisis.  
 
Before his death at 32, Butt created four major sculptural installations and a 
diverse body of other works, establishing him as a pioneer of intermedia art 
and queer diasporic art.  
 



 

 

This retrospective brought together Butt’s extant installations and related 
materials, including the first-ever joint showing of his iconic works, 
Transmission (1990) and Familiars (1992), none of which had previously been 
exhibited outside the UK.  
 
Developed with Whitechapel Gallery, London, the exhibition was 
accompanied by the first comprehensive catalogue on his work.

From March to December 2024, IMMA presented We realised the power of it, an 
exhibition curated by Sara Greavu and Ciara Phillips exploring the impactful 
history of the woman-led Derry Film and Video Workshop (DFVW), active 
from 1983 to 1990. 



 

 

 
This exhibition highlighted the collective's crucial role in challenging biased 
media portrayals of life in the North of Ireland.  
 
Comprised mainly of women with no prior filmmaking experience, DFVW 
created films addressing interconnected political issues of gender, class, Irish 
nationalism, and colonialism.  
 
We realised the power of it featured archival materials tracing the collective's 
organic and experimental approach, informed by research with former 
members. Driven by the need for self-representation against stereotypical 
depictions, DFVW produced significant films and engaged in community 
education. Their work notably explored the intersections between feminism 
and republicanism.

Throughout 2024, IMMA proudly presented Hilary Heron: A Retrospective, the 
first major exhibition in over sixty years celebrating the pioneering work of 
modernist sculptor Hilary Heron (1923 – 1977).  
 
This significant exhibition directly addressed the historical oversight of 
Heron's vital contributions to modern sculpture in both Irish and international 
art histories, aiming to bring her compelling oeuvre back into public focus. 
 
The retrospective showcased approximately sixty works, encompassing 
carvings, weldings, and castings. Heron’s exceptional skill across diverse 
mediums was evident, and her mastery of welding in the 1950s marked her as 
a groundbreaking figure.  
 
Hilary Heron: A Retrospective garnered significant media attention, highlighting 
its importance. It was featured in publications including the Irish Times, Irish 



 

 

Independent, and Sunday Independent, and graced the cover of the Irish Arts 
Review with a substantial article. The exhibition also received a positive 
review on RTE One's Arena and benefited from RTE Supporting the Arts, 
indicating strong public and critical engagement with this rediscovery of a 
modern master.

Take a Breath was a major exhibition that provided a historical, social, political, 
and personal examination of breathing – why we breathe, how we breathe 
and what we breathe – exploring themes of decolonisation, environmental 
racism, indigenous language, the Impact of war on the environment and 
breath as meditation 



 

 

Taking as its starting point the nature of breath and its vital role in our very 
existence, the exhibition reflects on the social, political, environmental, and 
spiritual aspect of breathing, tracking this vital act from the impact of post-
industrial air pollution to modern-day wars and the effect on environment, 
health and how we live; to the suppression of protests of voices from different 
communities, where breath is a symbol of community and resistance; and the 
use of breath as personal meditation. 

Featuring the works of over 40 international artists such Lawrence Abu 
Hamdan, Alex Cecchetti, Ammar Bouras, Belinda Kazeem-Kamiński, Hajra 
Waheed, JMW Turner, Marina Abramović, Ana Mendieta and Isabel Nolan, 
among many others  

The exhibition included a series of movement and sound performances by 
Alex Cecchetti, Maria Hassabi, Isabel Nolan with Belinda Quirke, and Camille 
Norment Trio with Crash Ensemble.

bonajo confronted the urgent realities of eroding intimacy in our increasingly 
alienating and commodified world.  
 
Originally commissioned by the Mondriaan Fund for the Biennale Arte 2022, 
this powerful work formed part of their ongoing exploration into our 
contemporary crisis of connection.

In September 2024, Minister Catherine Martin launched the third EARTH 
RISING festival. Minister Martin highlighted the festival as an important 
national event, aligning with Ireland's commitment to addressing the climate 
crisis through culture and community engagement.  
 
For three days, IMMA’s grounds at the Royal Hospital Kilmainham were 
transformed into a vibrant hub of free events designed to inspire collective 
action towards a sustainable future.  
 
EARTH RISING took as its starting point the Take A Breath exhibition and 
featured over 100 artists and collaborators presenting performances, 
installations, screenings, workshops, tours, and talks. This included 15 
outdoor installations, 54 workshops and installations, 66 speakers from 
Ireland and overseas, 13 family and 10 youth-focused experiences.

Over the course of the festival, IMMA welcomed over 15,000 visitors to our 
campus. Highlights included a climate comedy workshop, a 'Soil Mate' speed 
dating event for gardeners, Project Dandelion workshops, and a climate-based 
mixed reality experience.  
 
Special collaborations brought a resource-efficient concert by LIE NING 
(Goethe Institute Ireland) and a discussion on the living artwork The Forest 
That Won’t Forget. Supported by Creative Ireland, the festival showcased 
Demolition Takedown, a large-scale waste installation, Purpose Disruptors: The 
Good Life 2030, envisioning a sustainable future in advertising, and Tern the 
Tide, raising awareness for Little Tern conservation.  
 
EARTH RISING serves as a crucial platform where art meets activism, 
enabling the public to connect with artists and thinkers and fostering a shared 
sense of responsibility and the need to take action for our planet's future.

To mark St. Brigid's Day, IMMA Talks, in partnership with "Feminist Art 
Making Histories," hosted a sold-out event featuring talks, discussions, and 
conversations with members of the Women Artists Action Group (WAAG).  

This historical gathering brought together national and international guests to 
discuss feminist art-making histories, with a special focus on WAAG's 
pioneering work and legacy.  

Speakers included Professor Hilary Robinson and Dr. Tina Kinsella, with 
panel contributions from Dr. Martina Mullaney, Dr. Fionna Barber, Pauline 
Cummins, Dr. Alessia Cargnelli, and Sarah Kelleher. 

Right? with Başak Ertür & Banu Cennetoğlu  
February 24 
As part of the Self-Determination: A Global Perspective exhibition, this event 
featured a keynote talk and conversation exploring the interdisciplinary 
relationship between law, memory, and history.  

Special guest Başak Ertür, a critical legal scholar, discussed her research on 
political trials, and the forum addressed the Universal Declaration of Human 
Rights. The event concluded with a screening of "EREN," an award-winning 
documentary. 

Hilary Heron Ireland’s Most Promising Sculptor Symposium  
May 23 
In collaboration with TCD Long Room Hub, IMMA presented a sold-out 
symposium examining the revolutionary work of modernist sculptor Hilary 
Heron (1923–1977). The gathering explored why Heron's contributions had 
been overlooked and featured papers on her work, modernist vision, and 
enduring relevance. Invited speakers included Penelope Curtis, Fionna 
Barber, Riann Coulter, Billy Shortall, Mary Kelly, Barbara Knezevic, Seán 
Kissane, Sara Muthi, and Niamh O’Malley. 

Breath with Culture File Debate  
July 18 
IMMA Talks and RTÉ lyric FM's Culture File presented an interdisciplinary 
discussion on "Breath," recorded for national broadcast. Guests such as Nina 
McGowan, Isabel Nolan, Professor Ian Robertson, and Mary Cremin explored

This keynote event in IMMA’s Chapel highlighted Butt’s pioneering practice 
and installations, which addressed the AIDS epidemic with conceptual rigor 
and symbolism. The discussion focused on the artist’s enduring relevance in 
the context of contemporary struggles related to health, identity, racial 
difference, and social justice. The keynote address was delivered by guest 
curator Dominic Johnson and Gilane Tawadros, Director of the Whitechapel 
Gallery, London, and moderated by Seán Kissane, Curator of Exhibitions at 
IMMA.

From June to August 2024, IMMA presented a vibrant programme of 125 free 
events designed to transform its grounds into a welcoming and engaging 
public space. This initiative aimed to connect diverse audiences with 
contemporary art and culture through a wide array of activities.  
 
The summer programme featured the opening of two significant exhibitions: 
Take a Breath, a major exploration of the multifaceted nature of breathing, and 
When the body says Yes, an immersive video installation by Dutch artist 
melanie bonajo in IMMA's Baroque Chapel.  
 
Summer at IMMA also celebrated Pride Month with a dedicated programme 
including a Voguing workshop with Haus of Schiaparelli, a book launch and 
conversation on Derek Jarman, a screening of Jarman's The Angelic 
Conversation, and a Pride-themed brunch.  
 
A special IMMA MEMBERS evening featured storytelling exploring love and 
empathy. Live performances by contemporary visual artists took place 



 

 

throughout the galleries and grounds, featuring artists such as Alex Cecchetti 
and Maria Hassabi.  
 
The IMMA Talks series invited renowned thinkers and artists to share their 
perspectives on themes relevant to the exhibitions and contemporary society.

IMMA was chosen as one of four awardees of the TikTok Digital Future Fund. 
This fund was created in partnership with Rethink Ireland.  
 
This one million euro fund aims to empower marginalised young people in 
Ireland with essential digital and creative skills. This initiative is part of 
TikTok’s commitment to upskill and create employment opportunities for 
young people aged 15-24 across the country.  
 
The fund enabled IMMA to progress its partnership with Inchicore College of 
Further Education to develop a Creative Traineeship for 2024-2027.  
 
This project aims to bridge the digital literacy gap in Dublin’s cultural sector 
by targeting marginalised youth. It will invest in increasing the creative skills 
of trainees over three years and connect ICFE students with alumni for 
learning and skills exchange



 

 

IMMA MEMBERS 
 
The redesigned IMMA MEMBERS saw exponential growth in 2024. This new 
offering successfully attracted audiences previously unknown to the museum 
through innovative events, presented in collaboration with partners from 
across Dublin.  
 
The year for IMMA MEMBERS began with a panel discussion on ‘Irishness’, 
featuring input from artists, designers, activists, and educators.  
 
Later, IMMA MEMBERS celebrated Pride 2024 with Seanchoíche, a global 
storytelling event. This was followed by an Electronic Soundbath with The 
Space Between in September, inspired by Take a Breath.  
 
The first year of the IMMA MEMBERS programme concluded in collaboration 
with Dublin International Film Festival (DIFF), welcoming Oscar-nominated 
costume designer Consolata Boyle to the Great Hall.



 

 

A Centre for Research and Innovation 
 
In 2024, IMMA deepened its commitment to expanding its permanent 
collection, actively seeking to include a greater diversity of artists and 
showcase work that had been historically underrepresented, ignored, or 
overlooked. This dedication to inclusivity fuels a more nuanced and 
representative narrative of contemporary art.  
 
IMMA made significant strides in establishing itself as a dynamic Centre for 
Research and Innovation, notably through the development of our new 
residency structure. This initiative provides a fertile ground for artistic 
exploration, solidifying IMMA's role as a vital hub for exploring the vanguard

Self-Determination: A Global Perspective

From November 2023 to September 2024, IMMA presented a major museum-wide 
exhibition, Self-Determination: A Global Perspective, one of the largest exhibitions in 
the Museum’s history.  

 
The exhibition was the culmination of a three-year research project, focusing 
on the emergence of nation-states after the First World War and exploring the 
role of art and artists in relation to national identity, nation-building, and 
statecraft.  
 
It explored common cultural strategies that emerged across countries like 
Finland, Estonia, Latvia, Poland, Ukraine, Turkey, and Egypt, against the 
backdrop of the international movement towards self-determination. 
 



 

 

 IMMA collaborated with museums and institutions worldwide, including the 
National Art Museum of Ukraine and the Museum of Theatre, Music and 
Cinema of Ukraine, to present this exhibition.  
 
A key element was the juxtaposition of historical and contemporary 
perspectives, with IMMA commissioning new works by artists such as Array 
Collective, Jasmina Cibic, and Declan Clarke, among others.

DWELL Here Residency

In 2024, IMMA announced an open call for DWELL Here, an innovative new 
residency program designed to embed research at the heart of the museum's 
practice and further establish IMMA as a dynamic Centre for Research and 
Innovation. This initiative marks a significant shift towards fostering a deeper 
engagement with artistic inquiry and knowledge production.  
 
DWELL Here invites both Irish and international artists and thinkers from 
diverse disciplines – including visual arts, design, architecture, curation, and 
related humanities fields – to undertake site-responsive, practice-based 
research within IMMA's unique context. The program provides residents with 
invaluable resources: dedicated space and time, access to IMMA's collections 
and expertise, and opportunities for meaningful engagement with the 
museum and its communities.  
 
The residency is structured around year-long placements, punctuated by four 
Seasonal Research Intensives. These week-long forums serve as vibrant points 
of convergence, bringing together residents, mentors, peers, and invited 
guests for communal exchange and collaborative exploration. 



 

 

DWELL Here encourages residents to delve into research themes that resonate 
with IMMA's location and history, including: 

Technologies of Peace: Exploring commemorative landscapes and the 
concept of peace itself. 
The Irish Paradigm: Investigating the creative potential of operating from a 
perceived "periphery." 
The Museum as a Site of Vibration: Examining the museum's role in 
activating cultural shifts and making marginalised histories visible. 

Through DWELL Here, IMMA aspires to cultivate a rich environment 
where dwelling in place sparks critical inquiry, challenges existing 
perspectives, and generates new artistic insights.

In 2024, IMMA presented an exhibition drawn from the significant 
photography collection donated by Dr David Kronn, featuring a selection of 
130 works representing Dr Kronn’s nearly 30-year commitment to building a 
diverse collection.  
 
The donation encompasses a wide range of photographic forms and media, 
including 19th-century daguerreotypes and albumen prints, 
microphotography from the 1920s, and pin-hole camera images from the 
1980s.  
 
The exhibition also featured works by Irish artists like Alice Maher and 
Richard Mosse, and international photographers such as Harry Callahan and 
Annie Leibovitz.  



 

 

 
As well as the 130 already donated works, the Kronn Collection has pledged a 
further 1000 plus collection of photographs which over time will significantly 
enhance IMMA's holdings and provides rich opportunities for exhibition 
programming, research, and the development of a deeper understanding of 
the photographic medium within an Irish context 

This exhibition was the fourth presentation of works from the David 
Kronn Collection at IMMA, following three previous exhibitions since 
2011.



 

 

The Collectors Circle 
 
The Collectors Circle, our reimagined patrons programme, was successfully 
launched in April 2024. This community of passionate individuals shares our 
ambition to make the IMMA Collection a living, breathing embodiment of 
Ireland’s cultural identity within a global and historical context.  
 
It also reflects our aspirations for who we wish to become. While we seek 
annual funding from the Department for our Collection, IMMA recognises the 
importance of philanthropic support to fill gaps and achieve a radically 
inclusive perspective.  
 
The Collectors Circle, including individual and corporate members, helps 
IMMA build the National Collection in inclusive and gender balanced 
directions, also considering our beautiful planet and our role in its 
preservation.  
 
A notable acquisition in December 2024 was Hamad Butt’s ‘Fly-Piece’ from 
Transmission (1990), jointly realised by The Collectors Circle and Hamad’s 
brother, Jamal, upon the opening of Hamad Butt: Apprehensions. 



 

 

A Global Connector 
 

In 2024, IMMA embraced its role as a Global Connector by actively inviting 
international curators and artists to collaborate directly with Irish 
practitioners, enriching the creative landscape through diverse 
perspectives. 

Alongside this, IMMA maintained a strong commitment to increasing the 
global presence of Irish creativity by actively engaging in a network of 
international partners through collaborative projects and the successful 
touring of exhibitions, ensuring Irish art reached audiences worldwide.

IMMA is a key partner in IRELAND INVITES, a collaborative initiative with 
the Hugh Lane Gallery and Culture Ireland, launched in late 2023 to 
significantly boost the international visibility of Irish contemporary art. A core 
strategy of IRELAND INVITES is to host international biennial curators, 
providing them with firsthand engagement with Ireland's dynamic art scene.  
 
IMMA has been a vital venue for the IRELAND INVITES CURATOR SERIES, 
hosting a range of talks and public engagements that facilitate crucial 
dialogue between international curators and the Irish art community. These 
events at IMMA have included insightful conversations and presentations by 
prominent curators such as: Dominique Fontaine, Miguel A. López, John Tain, 
Blanca de la Torre and Defne Ayas.  
 
The IRELAND INVITES program has achieved remarkable success, evidenced 
by its 100% success rate in its initial years. This means that every international 
biennial curator who has participated in the program and finalised their artist 
selections has included an Irish visual artist in their exhibition.  
 



 

 

This outcome underscores the program's effectiveness in connecting 
international curators with new and exciting Irish talent and highlights the 
growing global interest in Irish art.



 

 

Erasmus+ 
 
IMMA successfully secured funding for 2024-2025 through the Erasmus+ 
Programme. This provides IMMA staff with the opportunity to participate in 
job shadowing and training events across Europe.  
 
This support from Erasmus+ is a significant opportunity for the museum, a 
testament to our ambitions to be a Global Connector. It allows our team to 
gain new skills and insights, and also promotes cultural exchange and 
collaboration with international peers.  
 
In 2024, IMMA staff gained valuable experiences across Europe, including 
Iceland, Italy, Finland, and France. This ensures our staff continue to bring 
back fresh perspectives and innovative practices to enhance our programmes 
and services. 
 
By participating in Erasmus+, we strive to stay at the forefront of modern and 
contemporary art, while fostering professional growth and a vibrant, engaged 
community.
